Dear Parishioners and Visitors to Our Lady of Guadalupe,  
For those who were at Mass last week, you heard me preach about our newly 
begun Ministry & Mission Campaign, or as I will refer to it, our “M&M” 
Campaign.  As a recap for those who heard me speak about it last week and  
as a way of introduction for those who may not have heard me, I would like 

to explain it again in my Pastor’s Letter so that you will know about it and discern how you 
want to be a part of it. 
 First and foremost, we need to pray.  In the back cover of the missals as well as 
throughout the church, you will see a copy of the Stewardship Prayer.  We will pray this 
prayer at every Mass beginning this week.  I ask that you leave the prayer in the missal but 
please feel free to ask one of the ushers for a copy of it to take with you so that you can add 
this prayer to your daily prayers.  Without prayer, we will have no success as a parish no 
matter how well organized or planned we are so please, pray, pray, pray. 
 Secondly, the M&M Campaign essentially is the next step for our life as a community 
of faith here at our parish.  Over the past year, we have begun various ministries such as the 
opening of the St. Juan Diego Youth Center, expansion of our choir to assist us in the prayer 
life of our parish, inter-generational catechesis and bereavement ministry.  One of the aims 
of the campaign will be for us to ask you and your families what other spiritual and pastoral 
needs exist within our parish.  For example, is there an elderly member of your family who 
cannot attend Mass and would like to receive Holy Communion, is there anyone in your 
household-or perhaps yourself-who hasn’t received all of their sacraments of initiation, is 
there an interest to begin ongoing formation in our Catholic faith, bible study, etc. in the 
coming weeks, you will have an opportunity to let us know these needs. 
 Thirdly, we would like to have an accurate census of our parish households.  Cur-
rently, there are nearly 5,300 households in our parish registry. It is my suspicion that some 
of these are no longer valid because families have decided to join another parish or maybe 
we have more than this number of households but we don’t have some families registered.  
This campaign will help us get an accurate count.  Remember, membership in a parish does 
not require families to register.  Rather, membership in a particular parish is determined by 
address; which is why each parish is assigned boundaries.  However, if you would like to re-
ceive information about what is happening in our parish or stewardship envelopes then it is 
essential for you to register. 
 Finally, I am asking your family to prayerfully discern an appropriate level of finan-
cial stewardship for the parish.  In order for us to be a community of ministries and mission 
we need to have the financial means to do so.  We are very blessed with many families who 
consider parish stewardship important and reflect that in their ongoing support, however, if 
you have not reconsidered your support in some years, I ask that you do so now as a way to 
share in our ministry & mission. 
Overall, we have a growing, vibrant and dynamic parish community and it has been and is 
my pleasure to serve as the shepherd and pastor.  I value this privilege to share a journey of 
faith with you and hope that together, we will live out our baptismal call with zeal.  Again, 
thank you, God’s blessings upon you and your families and as always, have a blessed week.
